Who is Jesus Christ?  John answers this question in the first chapter of his Gospel, as he explores the authenticity of Christ as "The Living Word" of God the Creator.

John tells the story of the life and ministry of Jesus in quite a different way from the other three Gospels.  In John's writing, Jesus has long conversations with people about who he is and what God sent him to do.  He teaches many important truths, especially that he is the way, the truth and the life to The Father.  He encourages his disciples, of which we are his modern day disciples, to have faith in him as The Messiah and The Son of God, so that we will have eternal life and never die.

In chapter 14 from verse 11, Jesus makes a very firm statement that he and the Father are one and in our true faithfulness he will grant whatever we ask, and send the Holy Spirit to give us strength in all our undertakings.

In Saint Paul's Letter to the church at Rome, his message is that of the same faith that Saint John writes of, and that God's powerful promise is that through our faith all people can be saved.  Paul encourages us that, although we have all sinned, God's Grace is for all who turn away from sin, using the gifts that are given by God, through the power of the Holy Spirit, that we will serve, teach and encourage others, being generous and sincere in our love for God and for all people.
